Sea-lions and Fur Seals

A holiday on Kangaroo Island just wouldn't be
complete without a visit to Seal Bay, to watch
Australian Sea-lions in their natural habitat.

A highlight of this memorable experience is

to observe these endangered animals on a
guided tour. Watch in awe as they rest, nurture
their young, jostle and play on the beach, as a
tour guide shares their expertise and passion
for these fascinating creatures. A boardwalk
leading to a viewing platform offers great photo
opportunities of the sea-lions, sea birds and
spectacular coastal scenery.

For more amazing wildlife, head to Flinders
Chase National Park to see New Zealand Fur-
seals swim in the ocean and bask on the warm
rock platforms at Admirals Arch.

Historic Lighthouses

Discover three of the ®rst lighthouses built in
South Australia at Cape Willoughby, Cape Borda
and Cape du Couedic. Echoing an era long since
vanished, when tall ships plied the seas, each
lighthouse has its own special character and
story to tell.

The elegant Cape Willoughby Lighthouse
showcases spectacular 360-degree views

of dramatic seascapes from its tower. In the
secluded north-west corner of Kangaroo Island,
Cape Borda's unusual square-shaped lighthouse
is perched high above the cliffs. While Cape du
Couedic Lighthouse features more than 2000
chiselled blocks of local sandstone. Set aside
time to discover all three, and choose your
favourite! Guided tours are available at Cape
Borda and Cape Willoughby lighthouses daily.

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Caves and Unique Rock
Formations

Visit Kelly Hill Caves to explore a magical
underground world of caverns with an
experienced guide. State-of-the-art ®bre
optic lighting will provide you with a beautiful
perspective of the cave's chambers and ornate
stalactite and stalagmite formations.

Flinders Chase National Park is home to

two of the island's most popular landmarks,
Remarkable Rocks and Admirals Arch. The
bizarrely shaped granite boulders of Remarkable
Rocks are a masterpiece of nature, sculpted

by the wind and sea over 500 million years.
Admirals Arch features a magni®cent archway
formed by weathering, where New Zealand
Fur-seals play on the shore platform below.

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SEAL BAY
CONSERVATION PARK

Experience one of South Australia's premier
nature-based attractions just 45 minutes drive
from Kingscote.

Seal Bay is
one of the few places in the world where visitors
are able to do this.

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FLINDERS CHASE
NATIONAL PARK

Flinders Chase National Park offers activities
for people of all ages with favourite attractions
including Remarkable Rocks, Admirals Arch,
Cape du Couedic and Cape Borda Lightstations.
Make sure you visit the award-winning Flinders
Chase Visitor Centre which contains everything
from life-size murals of giant megafauna to
computer touch screens and touch tables, for an
exceptional sensory experience. There's even
an outdoor Fossil Dig Pit the kids will love, and
a caf" where you can relax and enjoy a delicious
light lunch or snack. Helpful staff can also offer

advice on walking trails and other park highlights.
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CAPE WILLOUGHBY
CONSERVATION PARK

In 1852, Cape Willoughby became the site

of South Australia's ®rst lighthouse. Guiding
the safe passage of sailing ships through the
treacherous Backstairs Passage, it signalled the
beginning of a burgeoning ship trade to follow.
To hear fascinating stories about the areas
maritime past, join a guided tour and walk the
spiral staircase to the top of the lighthouse.

As you stroll around Cape Willoughby, the
isolation and ruggedness of this part of the
Dudley Peninsula is striking. For panoramic
views of the coastline follow the 1.9 km
self-guided Lightstation Heritage Walk which
leads to a rocky beach landing.

Cosy self-contained lighthouse keeper cottages
are available for those who wish to savour the
beauty of this picturesque landscape for longer.
A sandy beach, plus camping and picnic
facilities are located at Lashmar Conservation
Park nearby.
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KELLY HILL
CONSERVATION PARK

Whatever you do, make sure you take a guided
tour of the Show Cave at Kelly Hill Conservation
Park. You'll discover an amazing underground
world of sinkholes and caverns thought to
extend to the coast, 9 km underground. These
tours are terri®c for the whole family. Adventure
caving with an experienced guide is also
available for those who seek the thrill of crawling
and sliding their way through Kelly Hills' smaller
caves. Above-ground, a shady picnic area is
nestled amongst the Sugar Gums. Walking trails
through diverse natural bushland offer good
opportunities to see birdlife and admire colourful
wild owers in spring.
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CAPE BORDA
LIGHTSTATION

A monument to isolation and hardship,

Cape Borda is testament to the courage and
character of the early lighthouse keepers

and their families. Built in 1858, Cape Borda
lighthouse played an important role in guiding
ships to safety, arriving off the roaring forties
trade winds. For many years, Cape Borda

was inaccessible by land, its isolation testing
relationships and resulting in several famous
disputes. Make sure you visit the museum, to
read the lightkeepers diary accounts of staff
insubordination, including their refusal to haul
supplies. The nearby lightkeepers' cemetery
also offers a sombre reminder of the dif®culties
faced by the early settlers. Guided tours of the
lightstation are conducted daily. Don't miss the
12.30pm tour for the daily ®ring of the cannon
+ a warning used to passing ships, venturing
too close to shore in foggy conditions. To really
savour the tranquillity of Cape Borda stay at a
lighthouse keepers cottage. Campsites are also
located close by at Harvey's Return.
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CAPE GANTHEAUME
CONSERVATION PARK

FEES AND CHARGES

Park entry and camping fees apply in most parks
on Kangaroo Island. All visitors must display

a valid entry permit (and camping permit if
applicable). Fines apply for not doing so.

The Kangaroo Island Tour Pass offers
convenience and value for money by entitling
visitors to unlimited entry and tours at some

of the island's most popular nature-based
attractions. Bene®ts include unlimited access

to Flinders Chase National Park, Seal Bay Beach
Tour (includes boardwalk and lookout access),
Kelly Hill Show Cave tour and both Cape Borda
and Cape Willoughby Lightstation tours. National
Park passes, camping and entry permits are
available from all DEH of®ces.

FIRE INFORMATION

All wood ®res or solid fuel ®res on the island are
prohibited in all parks throughout the year. Gas or
liquid fuel ®res are permitted except on days of
total ®re bans. For more information on holiday
bush®re safety refer to page 105 or call the
Kingscote DEH Of®ce on Ph (08) 8553 2381.

TOURISM FOR TOMORROW

Few places in the world are as committed to
sustainable tourismYa

Kangaroo Island is protected through
conservation zoning, wildlife reserves and
heritage listing.

But it's also protected for the simple reason that
Island people are dedicated to keeping it special,
for locals and visitors alike. The reason you visit
is the same reason residents love to live here.

In 1997, the Kangaroo Island community drove
the development of an innovative model to
monitor the effect of tourism. They named it the
Tourism Optimisation Management Model, or
TOMM.

Recognised across the globe, TOMM monitors
the long-term health of Kangaroo Island as a
tourism destination by measuring a series of
environmental, social, experiential and economic
indicators. These in turn provide a raft of
information about the positive and negative
effects of tourism on Kangaroo Island.

Using TOMM leads to better decision-making
based on relevant information and knowledge.
Making decisions about what we actually know,
not what we think we know.

More than just a project, it's a committed
partnership between core government agencies
responsible for managing Kangaroo Island's
resources. Key stakeholders include Tourism
Kangaroo Island, Kangaroo Island Natural
Resources Management Board, Kangaroo
Island Council, Department for Environment
and Heritage, Kangaroo Island Development
Board, South Australian Tourism Commission,
the Island's tourism businesses and the local
community.

Artists are moved by the beauty of Kangaroo
Island * by its soulful landscapes, its sweeping
seascapes and the extraordinary meeting of
people and nature. The result is a thriving
visual arts culture, with an estimated 10% of
the Island's population engaged with different
art forms.

In the last 10 years, Kangaroo Island has earned
a reputation for both unique and high quality
artwork, with many artists enjoying national and
international acclaim.

Landscape painter Diana Keir, for instance,
creates interpretive and symbolic landscapes,
inspired by the 8scope and timeless nature of
Kangaroo Island's horizons where the narrow
leaf mallee meets the sea or disappears into
the deep bushland%® For ceramicist Mark
Capon, the Island provides him with the lifestyle
opportunity in his home studio to create

Exhibition spaces and outlets, including
galleries (12 of them), studios, and spaces
where artisans work their craft and cottage
industry. These are the places to view painting,
drawing, print making, photography, sculpture,
jewellery, pottery, ceramics, textiles, hot glass
work, leadlight and wood turning.

Annual events, for artists, art lovers or just
interested on-lookers, the Penneshaw Easter Art
Exhibition is well worth a look. The quality of the
work, the variety of the mediums used and the
passion of the artists is showcased + with plenty
of opportunities for you to buy a piece to take
home with you.

The Island's roads are special.

For a start there's a lot of them, over 1600km.
The major arteries (crossing and circling the
Island) are well-maintained and well-signed.
But the minor roads + most of them unsealed

+ are pathways to discovery, marked with a
faded sign, crossing through gorgeous farmland
or thick native bushland and arriving at a little-
known cove or windy vantage point.
